Writing a Persuasive Book Hook
So you’re interested in helping to create quick reviews that your peers can use when browsing for new books, huh?  This template will help you to be persuasive and engaging all at once!  When you have a carefully proofread final copy, see your teacher for additional directions on getting your persuasive book hook posted for other readers to see.
	Begin with an interesting metaphor:  One of the best ways to get people thinking is to begin your review with an interesting metaphor—or a comparison between your book and something completely surprising.  

Examples:  
· Rick Riordan’s The Lightning Thief is like an electric ride on a fictional rollercoaster.
· I hate to say it, y’all, but the Lightning Thief by Rick Riordan is like a really bad dream.  


	

	Include two or three different similarities between your book and the object/idea that you are comparing it to:  Good metaphors HAVE to be believable, guys.  There has to be some clear similarities between your book and the object/idea that you are comparing it to.  

Be creative, but don’t ramble!  Remember, you’re not summarizing the entire story here.  You are just trying to hook another reader.

Examples:  
· It is full of incredible bits of rising action followed by climactic drops that will have you sitting on the edge of your seat.  Better yet, when it ends, you’ll be left wanting to ride again and again.
· It is a never-ending slog through hundreds of pages of boredom that you can’t escape.  Worse yet, the ridiculously unbelievable events will make you scream out loud.  


	

	Finish with a recommendation:  Remember—YOU have to give a recommendation to your audience.  Is this book worth reading?  Why?  Are there specific groups of people who will like this title more than others?  Who are they?
Example:  
· Honestly, I can’t think of anyone who WOULDN’T like The Lightning Thief.  It’s a wild ride that is well worth taking.

· I guess if you are looking for a quick, mindless read, you might like the Lightning Thief, but I certainly won’t be recommending it to my friends!  
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
